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History & Records 

Meet History 

Formerly known as the East Coast Collegiate National Championships (ECC), Georgia Tech Swim 
Club first hosted this meet with 6 teams and 73 swimmers in attendance in its inaugural year, 2004. 
With the elimination of many varsity swimming programs across the country, the collegiate club 
scene has seen a spike in participation; the meet has grown into the largest and fastest collegiate 
swim meet outside of the NCAA. At last year’s meet hosted by Swim Club at ASU at Skyline Aquatic 
Center in Mesa, AZ, Georgia Tech Swim Club was the overall champion, while Purdue Swim Club 
took home the men’s championship and Club Swimming at the University of Virginia won on the 
women’s side. Swim Club at NC State and the Greensboro Aquatic Center are excited to host this 
year’s meet with 1,628 athletes competing from a record 144 teams over six sessions.
